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Course Introduction:  The goal of this class is to learn the basic fundamental concepts of economics.  This will be achieved by studying:  fundamental economic concepts (decision making, economic systems, business organizations, economic institutions), microeconomics (demand, supply, prices, competition, market structures, role of government), macroeconomics (sources of government revenue, government spending, federal reserve system, financial investments), and global economics (international trade, comparative economic systems, global economic challenges.)   

Classroom Rules:  

1.  Maintain an atmosphere suitable for learning.


2.  Show respect to teacher and other students and their property.

3.  Act in a safe manner at all times.


4.  Follow directions the first time they are given.


5.  Follow all school rules.

Consequences:

1.  Verbal warning (everyone deserves one)

3.  Contact parent 


4.  Office referral


* Serious offenses may result in the skipping of steps

Student Expectations:

1.  Students are to be prepared with the appropriate class materials when the bell


     rings.


2.  Students will be responsible and active participants in class activities and 
  
     
     discussions.


3.  Students are expected to fulfill all assignments on time.  


4.  Students are responsible for all worked missed due to an absence, including 


     making arrangements to complete missed tests or quizzes before or after

                 school.


5.  Students will keep an organized notebook with all notes, handouts, and

                 assignments.

Evaluation:

A point system is used to determine student grades.  All tests, quizzes, projects, homework and participation will be given point values.  Grades are determined by dividing the number of points the student earned by the total number of points possible.  Grades will be posted periodically.  Students must pass 2 of 3 grading periods (2 marking periods and the exam) to pass the semester.  Cumulative percentage for the semester must be higher than a 60% to earn credit.  Remember students are not given a grade, they earn it!  

Grades will be posted on Skyward.  Please note that missing assignments will appear as a zero (0) until they are handed in and graded.  Students and parents are encouraged to check grades frequently.

Classroom Procedures:


CLASS START:  Be in your assigned seat, prepared for class, and quietly working when the bell rings.  There will be a “Money Matters” (MMs) on the board everyday for you to work on.  You will receive credit for thoughtfully responding in complete sentences to this question and for keeping your work in an organized notebook.  Any assignments will be collected at this time.

ABSENCES:  Students returning from absences should look at the “What did I miss” folder.  All class activities and homework will be recorded there.  You must sign the page and take any handouts that you missed.  You have as many days to make up assignments as you missed.  All tests and quizzes must be made up before or after school within a week of your return.

HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS:  Students are expected to turn in all assignments on time.  It is likely that students will have a written assignment every evening.  It can adversely affect your grade in the class to make a habit of turning in late assignments.  Any work turned in a day late will receive half credit.  After that no credit will be given.  Students should keep up on reading in the book to help them be successful in the class.  Students should keep all notes, handouts, assignments, etc. to prepare for exams.

CHEATING:  Cheating of any kind will NOT be tolerated.  Cheating includes, but is not limited to, copying from a classmate or copying an author’s work without citing the source (example:  copying and pasting information directly off a website).  Cheating will result in the student receiving a zero on the assignment, which will adversely affect a student’s grade and can result in a discipline referral.  See student handbook for the school policy on cheating.

  EXTRA CREDIT:  Extra credit assignments will not be given out often.  Students cannot depend on extra credit to improve their grade in class.  On occasion, extra credit will be given out and students may choose to do it.  Extra credit will not be given out to individuals to improve their grades.
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
